Chistopol Pedagogical school is one of the oldest educational institutions of Tatarstan Republic and the Russian Federation. During almost a century it honestly and successfully realized it’s main mission – preparing highly skilled personnel’s for out great country. 

The building of Pedagogical school is a beautiful old mansion? An architectural monument of the 19 th century It was built for merchant E. I. Chukashov. There are a lot of rooms staircases, long corridors. But the best is Assembly hall with portraits of owners on the ceiling.

In 2005 our Pedagogical School  celebrated  the 90 th anniversary. We’d like to tell you a little about it’s history. In 1915 the first Baltic Russian Seminary and Military School were evacuated from Latvia to Chistopol. At that time Chistopol was the biggest chief town of the Volga district (28 thousand people) and had educative traditions and suitable buildings. 

Teacher’s seminary was a secondary  educational institution which turned out teachers for primary schools. Volume of scientific knowledge was not so large but students received good pedagogical and methodical preparing thanks to teaching practice at school. In 1919 Teacher’s seminary was reorganized to Chistopol  Institute of People’s Education. In 1920 pre – school and out-of-school departments were opened. In 1922 there was another educational reform, according to which  Institute was called Russian – Tatar Pedagogical Technical School. And in 1937 it was renamed into Pedagogical School. It began to turn out educators for day nurseries or kindergartens.

During 90 years it has been turned out more than fifteen thousand qualified specialists  in school and preschool education. During the Great Patriotic war many teachers and students went to front. We are proud of it’s graduates A. P. Kulyasov, K. H. Shamsutdinov, K. H. Sitdikov. They became the Heroes of the Soviet Union. 

As Chairman of Headmaster’s Soviet SSEI of RT, headmaster of Kazan flying technicum V. M. Sohabeev noticed, “Chistopol Pedagogical School is novable by high level of material equipment and by skilled pedagogical personals, by having good and solid traditions of educational work and stable relations with employers. All these allowed the school to gain honor and respect among other SSEI of Republic and Russia, to earn the immense prestige in the system of SPE and also to conquer love of it’s graduators”.
The staff of present school is highly qualified teachers. Among them many  persons have state and local rewards. 43 per sent of them have the highest and 52 per sent of them  have the first category, Nina Nikolaevna Rumyantseva, Pedagogic teacher, is a Master of Pedagogical Science, and three teachers are post-graduate students.
They teach students to be king, clever and responsible for children’s education. Different new learning methods, conferences, talks, lectures and seminars are used by them in their work. Relationship between teachers and students are built on principles of collaboration. 

Our students study music, art, ecology, sports, computers, handicraft as additional specialization. They will be able to teach children these subjects in a nursery or in a kindergarten. While learning they have practice.

Our students study English. They learn not only the language itself, but also English Culture. They learn customs, and traditions, folk songs and nursery rhymes, games; they act out different plays, cook traditional dishes.
They arrange such holidays as Halloween, Christmas, St. Valentine’s Day. Every year English contest is held at our school. He who wins it takes part in regional and republic contest. Ilina Oxana, Valliullina Yulnaz, Vasileva Leysan, Likova Liliya, Koroleva Marya displayed brilliant knowledge in English.

Students also take part in research work and receive diplomas, and grants. Among them are Ilina Oxana, Blohnina Irina, Paramonova Tatyana and others.

Pedagogical school is proud of it’s graduates, which have dedicated service to their country and also to their chosen profession. School graduators hold key posts in the system of professional education, which they have achieved thanks to basic knowledge they have got at school.

There are many traditions in our school, such as the celebration of different public holidays (New Year, the eighth of March, the Victory Day, the Teacher’s day). Twice a year all students can show their talents on amateur students concerts. They sing songs, dance modern and folk dances and perform some plays there. We think, traditions of our Pedagogical School are something that unite all students and teachers together.
